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Message From The Principal
Dear Parents,

The ultimate goal of Catholic pedagogy is the development of
the whole child: morally, academically, spiritually and socially.
This is effectively accomplished at Trinity Catholic Academy.

As a Catholic school, our primary focus is to evangelize. To be
effective, two components must comprise our evangelization
program. A school must have a solid religious studies program
that introduces and reinforces the truths of the Catholic religion
to its students according to their maturity level. A consistent
thread from Pre-school through grade 8 is to gain a deeper
understanding of Jesus and His teachings. Evangelization
takes place throughout the entire school day. Whether in So-
cial Studies, Science, Literature or Math class, children witness
the application of the principles they learned in their Religion
class and apply these principles to real life. Each Catholic
school teacher and administrator assumes the role of an evan-
gelizer. This is how Christian values are integrated into all as-
pects of Trinity Catholic Academy.

We must challenge our children to live out their Christian beliefs.
People in the early days of the Christian Church recognized
Christians by their actions. Catholic school children are ex-
pected to act noticeably different than students from other
schools— we are to be Christ-like.

The Lenten season has traditionally been a time for reflection. It
is a time to recognize our own imperfections, a time to make
amends and a time to seek forgiveness through prayer and
service to others. The season of Lent provides us with an op-
portunity to experience the Paschal Mystery. This time for re-
newal, conversion and transformation offers us the opportunity
to focus on who we are and how we are in our relationship with
God, and others. Genuine Lenten renewal is a communal jour-
ney which strengthens the faith of the Church, allows us to enter
into the fullness of the Paschal Mystery, to be receptive to the
Good News and to be attentive to the ways God is present to
us.

This year, let us not think so much about Lenten activities, but
more about Easter— the joy and the hope that it represents.
Without Easter and without the Resurrection, we would face a
future of darkness rather than the promise of eternal life.

We are truly Easter people. Together, let us face the future of
challenges and opportunities with renewed faith and hope as we
voice our joyful “ALLELUIA”.

May the light of the risen Christ shine upon the entire Trinity
Catholic Academy Community and enable each and every one
of us to fulfill our evangelical duties.
